WHO CAN APPLY??

 The project can be submitted from a team of 1-5 students and an
experienced researcher.
(In the case of teams, a coordinator should be assigned)

 Students can be of any nationality but should be studying in an
educational institution in Cyprus.

 Each student can participate in only one project submitted for the
Competition.
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EXPERIENCED RESEARCHER:

• should be from the candidates’

educational institution and should be

involved in research activities in the thematic

field of the project submitted, and

• his / her role should only be advisory.

PROJECT AREA:
can be in any scientific field 
For statistical purposes, it should fall under one 

of the following three thematic areas:
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1. Life Sciences,
2. Physical Sciences and Engineering, and
3. Social Sciences and Humanities. 



PROPOSAL SUBMISSION FORM:
The research project should contain the following parts:
• Summary
• Existing Knowledge
• Importance and originality of the project
• Methodology
• Research results
• Exploitation of research results
• Research group
• Experiences acquired
• Bibliography 

The research projects can be submitted either in Greek or in English.
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The implementation of the research work should be carried out exclusively by the student(s).
